Terrorism offenses

federal illegal aliens cannot bear arms with exceptions, tweaks (“expel”)

$300K funding for ranges
Certain gun offenses land you in DNA database, at your cost.

Serious offender defined
Threatening or intimidating for retaliation enhanced penalty, causing an evacuation now

Fenced yard changes to criminal trespass

Motor vehicle entry added to class 3 burglary, burglar tools

Tighten preemption against cities, grammar

CCW "recognition" conditions defined to prevent DPS foot dragging, grammar, change
“national bkgrd check” to “federal bkgrd check”; permit now 4 years

Legal papers that unarmed police aides can and cannot serve redefined

Overhaul of Security Guard system

Guard disqualification for a 13-3102 prior in last 5 years

“Agency license” now “Associate or Employee Registration Certificate”

Grounds for discipline includes violation of 13-3102

Delete ‘you can’t pretend to be a guard’ (moved to 2611)

You must be properly licensed to be a security guard

No diversion program for firearms offenses
